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This causc came on to be heard on appeal from the United States District Court for the

District of Massachusetts, and was argued by counsel.

Upon consideration whereof, it is now here ordered. adjudged and decreed es follows: The
appeal is dismissed as moot, and the district court's partial summary judgment order is left intact.
